ARLINGTON, VA. -- Journalist Meg Hunt of Taylors, S.C., has been elected president of 
the National Federation of Press Women (NFPW), an organization of professional journalists and 
communicators.  
 Hunt, who began her two-year term in September, is the former special editions 
coordinator for the Spartanburg Herald-Journal, Spartanburg, S.C. She just completed a term as 
NFPW first vice president and also has served as director of the communications contest, 
publications and hospitality, and as Southeast Quadrant director for the NFPW Education Fund 
Board. Active in her NFPW state affiliate, Media Women of South Carolina, Hunt was named its 
Communicator of Achievement in 1995.
